All materials, including resin, pigments and additives 
used to make the plastic components as well as the 
plumbing components that come in contact with the 
fresh water are U.S. FDA food grade compliant.  
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The sink bowl is attached to the sink tank with (2) PC-000107 rivets that act as 
hinges.  There is an internal spring snap button located on the top right side of 
the bowl, which will hold the bowl in the up position for service and maintenance.  
To lower the bowl, simply depress the snap button.

The fresh water intake port of the pump is plumbed directly into the bottom of 
the sink tank and the outlet port is connected using quick release fi ttings and a 
3/8” diameter tube to the sink spigot.

General Product Overview
This self-contained hand wash sink is designed specifi cally for the PJN3 SERIES 
2001 portable restroom.  However, the PSN1 Series sink can be installed  in an 
older PJ03 as well.  It is supplied fully assembled including all fasteners for instal-
lation and will fi t on either sidewall.  One person will be required to install the 
sink with the exception of some assistance to hold the back-up washers when 
riveting the sink to a sidewall.

IMPORTANT DECALS

NOT FOR COOKING OR DRINKING, is required by law in certain areas of the 
U.S.  Other geographical areas require that the materials used to manufacture 
the sinks comply with the U.S. Federal Food and Drug Administration (FDA) 
guidelines 21 CFR 175.300 (resins), 177.1520 (olefi n polymers) and 178.3297 
(colorants for polymers).

Tools Required For Installation

• Phillips, cross-head screwdriver

•  Drill with 13/64” bit

•  1 1/8” hole saw

•  Rivet Gun

•  Tape measure
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Left Wall Installation  
Refer to Illustrations.  Remove uri-
nal by drilling out the two rivets 
holding it in place.  Before install-
ing the sink, a 1-1/8” drain hole 
that will accept the drain hose 
must be cut in the waste tank.  
This hole should be located on 
the top left front edge of the 
waste tank approximately 16-1/2” 
up from the fl oor and below the 
urinal drain hole (as shown to the 
right, a 2-1/2” plug PC-000557 is 
available to cover the urinal drain 
hole).  

Fill the exposed rivet holes left 
by the urinal, from the inside of 
the unit.  Install (2) PC-000100 
rivets with (2) PC-000106 back-
up washers on the exterior.  

From the exterior, drill two 13/64” holes (as indicated below) through the side-
wall and the back of the sink, 
be sure the sink is pressed fl at 
against the sidewall.  Fasten the 
sink to the side from the exterior 
with (2) PC-000103 rivets and (2) 
PC-000106 back-up washers on 
the inside of the sink.

Attach sink to base skid;  Drive 
(1) PC-000158 self-tapping screw 
in the predrilled hole in the sink 
mounting plate. 

Perform a system check by adding 
a few gallons of water to the sink.  
Depress the pump a few times to 
“prime” it.  The pump has a built 
in check valve that will hold the 
prime between uses.

Installation is complete.

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Right Wall Installation
Before installing the sink, a 1-1/8” 
drain hole that will accept the drain 
hose must be cut in the waste tank.  
This hole should be located on the top 
right front edge of the waste tank ap-
proximately 15-1/2” up from the fl oor.  

From the exterior, drill two 13/64” 
holes through the sidewall and the 
back of the sink (as indicated below) 
be sure the sink is pressed fl at against 
the sidewall.  

Fasten the sink to the side from the 
exterior with (2) PC-000103 rivets and 
(2) PC-000106 back-up washers on 
the inside of the sink.

Attach sink to base skid;  Drive (1)  
PC-000158 self-tapping screw in the 
predrilled hole in the sink mounting 
plate. 

Perform a system check by adding 
a few gallons of water to the sink.  
Depress the pump a few times to 
“prime” it.  The pump has a built in 
check valve that will hold the prime 
between uses.

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CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

Use a mild soap to clean all surfaces and component parts.

Minor scratches and abrasions can be lightly sanded or scrubbed with a 
mild abrasive cleaner (such as “Soft Scrub”) that contains calcium carbonate,  
hypochlorate bleach and detergents.  Be sure to follow the cleaning product 
directions since these ingredients may cause hazardous gases when mixed with 
other chemicals.  Rinse the cleaned area and buff  with a conventional wax. 

Some light scratches may also be hidden by using an industrial hot air gun.

To keep the water fresh add a “Fresh Sink Tablet” (chlorinated tablet) each time 
the sink is fi lled with water.
